His 
ýsh weighed in at 9 pounds 10.72 
ounces.  Ron stated ñI have a full 
box of Mackôs Lures in my boat and 
at least one rod always has a Wed-
ding Ringò.

An 8.85 pound Kokanee was 
caught by Bob Both at Wallowa 
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Wan Teece caught her beauty in 
March 2010. Her ýsh measured 
26.25 inches in length and weighed 
8.23 pounds. The ýsh had a girth of 
16 inches.  

Teece used a Wedding RingÈ 
Double Whamy Kokanee ProÈ to 
catch the record ýsh.

turns out Mackôs Lure did so be-
cause of a request from one of the 
Northwestôs top river guides. That 
man is Herb Good, of Hood River, 
Oregon.

Good is one of those guys legends 
are made of. Heôs been operating on 
the lower Columbia and elsewhere 
for more than three decades. Iôve 
been lucky enough to ýsh with him 
a time or two myself. His last name 
ñGoodò really ýts because heôs a 
good as they come if its migra-
tory ýsh like salmon and steelhead 
youôre after.

ñHerb had been using smaller 
Smile Blades,ò Loomis says, ñand 
he wanted larger blades to use in 
the near slack water during tide 
changes. He wanted them espe-
cially for big Alaskan rivers like the 
Kenai as well as similar spots like 
Tillamook Bay in Oregon.ò

The tide was changing in the low-
er stretch of the big river. 

The spinner set up the two heavily 
dressed anglers had been using just 
wouldnôt function as they did when 
the water had been going out.

ñCharlie,ò the guy in the stern said 
as he picked up his rod, ñI think we 
might as well get out of here. Thereôs 
just not enough water movement to 
make the blades on this gear Iôm 
using along with my bait keep turn-
ing.ò

ñYeah,ò his partner replied, ñIôm 
having the same problem. I wish 
the heck somebody would come up 
with a rig that would somehow con-
tinue to function in slack water like 
we have here right now. We know 
darn well the ýsh are here, but weôve 
got to get their attention.ò

If youôre familiar with Smile 
Blades, youôre already aware that 
theyôre made of lightweight Mylar 
plastic. These blades have a hole in 
the center. All you need do to rig 
them up is slide a couple of beads 
on your leader for the blades to ride 
on and youôre in business.

ñAs with our regular blades,ò 
Loomis says, ñyouôre not limited to 
any one way of using the new large 
models. Some prefer to have them 
positioned right above whatever 
bait they are using. Others prefer to 
place them farther up their leader.

ñThere are those who also like to 
use the blades along with one of our 
Wedding Rings or a þoat. Any way 
you decide to go, you know youôre 
going to get the þicker and þash that 
anglers all over the country are us-
ing to put ýsh in the boat.ò

As Iôve mentioned many times 
before in my columns, Mackôs Lure 
Smile Blades also do something 
else. That something else is to im-
part a wiggle and waggle to whatev-
er bait or lure is being used behind 
them. 

Walleye ýshermen around the 
country were among the ýrst to use 
this blade-induced action to great 
advantage. Now some bass anglers 
are taking the same approach by 
adding a Smile Blade ahead of their 
plastic worms. The blades give the 
worms a seductive wiggle ýsh just 
canôt resist.

If the smaller Smile Blades create 
this extra bait movement, it ýgures 
the larger blades will do even more 
of it.

Q:   I have used your Flash Lites 
with great success, however I acci-
dently bent one of the blades and it 
no longer turns properly.  How can 
I ýx it?     

A:   Just buy a new one!  Sorry I 
couldnôt resist saying that.  For a 
blade to work properly it needs to 
have a correct bend.  That can be 
achieved by taking the tip of each 
end of the blade, and placing them 
so the ends touch.  Make sure there 
isnôt a gap or an overlap.  Then re-
crease the fold in the middle of the 
blade that runs directly through the 
hole.
